HISTORY OF WOMEN'’S INDIA ASSOCIATION

WIA UK was founded in 1960 by the late Vijaya Laxmi Pandit. She was the sister of
India’s first Prime Minister, Jawaharlal Nehru, and held the post of the Indian High
Commissioner to the United Kingdom. WIA UK’s main objectives at the time were to
strengthen ties between Britain and India, and to facilitate meetings amongst the British
and Asian community. Since then, it has become a tradition for the wife of the High
Commissioner of India to assume the role of Patron of our Association.

Since the 1960s, the WIA UK has taken it upon itself to organise fundraising and
community-building events throughout the year. This has enabled the valuable work of
the Association to continue. The primary objective has been to raise funds for projects
that empower disadvantaged women and children. This continues until today to be
central to the ethos of WIA UK. We were first registered as a charity in 1980. Since
then, we have continued to flourish and the Gala Ball has become our premier
fundraising event.

Consequently in 2006, the Young Women’s India Association (YWIA) was founded. Its’
objective is to create a network that engages a growing community of second and third-
generation girls and young women to raise funds for crucial projects, both within the UK
and overseas. The essential work that they do helps fund projects supported by WIA
UK.

We are indeed humbled to say that we are currently in our 64th year of continued
service to the community! The fact that we continue to support a number of projects in
the UK and India only serves to emphasise our commitment to empower disadvantaged
women and children. All of our Trustees and Executive Committee members work on a
voluntary basis, and we rely on the generosity of individuals like you and community to
support us.
